Anderson Cooper 360º on June 20 Features Reports across Four Continents, Jolie Interview 

CNN Worldwide taps its international strength on World Refugee Day to provide a complete, global status 

The network’s 

coverage on Wednesday, June 20, includes an hour-long “Without a Home: Refugees in Crisis” special on Anderson 

Cooper 360º, an exclusive interview with U.N. High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) goodwill ambassador 

Angelina Jolie and reports throughout the day from CNN correspondents positioned around the world. 

The UNHCR tracks about 32.9 million “people of concern,” millions of whom are refugees around the 

world.   

Network coverage culminates with “Without a Home: Refugees in Crisis” on Anderson Cooper 360º from 

10 p.m. to 11 p.m. (ET) The program, which examines accountability issues and the long-term effects of the crisis, 

weaves compelling reports around anchor Anderson Cooper’s recent interview with Jolie about her continuing role 

as a UNHCR goodwill ambassador and her passion for bringing awareness to the refugee crisis. 

For the program, international correspondent Michael Ware reports on the current situation in Iraq and 

interviews one of the refugees who now lives in the United States. Bangkok correspondent Dan Rivers profiles a 

man from Myanmar teaching other refugees the skills they need to survive.  Chief medical correspondent Dr. 

Sanjay Gupta examines the Darfur situation in an effort to determine who is accountable for the crisis there, while 

senior legal analyst Jeffrey Toobin examines the difficulties of serving justice in the cases of refugees.
