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ASYLUM LEVELS AND TRENDS IN 

INDUSTRIALIZED COUNTRIES, JANUARY TO JUNE 2003 
 
 
 
1. In 27 industrialized countries for which data were available1, 89,650 asylum 
applications were submitted during the second quarter of 2003, 8 per cent less than in the 
first quarter of 2003, when 97,580 applications were lodged. In the 22 European asylum 
countries with available data, the number of quarterly applications fell by 7 per cent, 
whereas the 13 European Union member countries, excluding the United Kingdom and 
Italy for which no data were available, recorded a 10 per cent fall. In the seven Central 
European countries, however, quarterly applications increased by 27 per cent (Table 1). 
 
2. Compared to the first quarter of 2003, countries recording an important increase in 
asylum applications during the second quarter included Czech Republic (54%), Portugal 
(82%) and Slovakia (70%). Countries reporting a significant decrease in quarterly 
applications included Bulgaria (-40%), Ireland (-31%) and Spain (-31%) (Table 1). 
 
3. Of the 27 countries reporting data for June 2003, 15 countries experienced an increase 
in monthly asylum applications, 11 countries reported a decrease, whereas in one country 
the number of applications received remained stable.  A relatively significant increase in 
monthly applications was reported by Finland (82%), France (36%), Hungary (56%), 
Liechtenstein (143%), Slovenia (27%), and New Zealand (49%). Conversely, an important 
decrease in monthly applications was reported by The Netherlands (-40%) (Table 1).  
 
4. As concerns the nationality of asylum-seekers, the 27 industrialized countries 
recorded a sharp fall in new Iraqi applications during the second quarter of 2003 (-35%). 
Due to a strong rise in Russian asylum-seekers (58%), the Russian Federation became 
the leading country of origin of asylum-seekers in the 27 industrialized during the second 
quarter of 2003. Among the leading asylum-seeker nationalities, the fall in quarterly 
applications submitted by Pakistan nationals (-52%) was noteworthy. During the second 
quarter of 2003, the number of Afghan asylum applications increased, however, by 29 per 
cent (Table 2). 
 
5. In Europe, Liberian asylum applications rose from 310 during January to March to 489 
during April to June 2003, an increase of 58 per cent (Table 3). Quarterly applications by 
origin and country of asylum for the period April to June 2003 are provided in Table 4.
