As a part of its mandate, UNHCR Representation in Bulgaria assesses the conditions of reception and immigration detention of the Persons of Concern (POC) to UNHCR by conducting monitoring visits to the Registration and Reception Centers of the State Agency for Refugees and to the Special Centers for Temporary Accommodation of Foreigners of the Ministry of Interior. During the monitoring visit, UNHCR interviews the POCs and provide them with information on asylum procedures. 

Main Responsibilities
The contracted interpreter is required to facilitate the communication between the UNHCR staff and the persons of concern to UNHCR.
