	In 2020 on the occasion of World Refugee Day UNHCR Bulgaria is planning a project in which Bulgarian artists and refugees with artistic skills and background in the field of fine arts will work in pairs to create artworks on a common theme. The completed works will be exhibited in an online platform, which will be officially launched on June 20, 2020. The platform is yet to be developed.

The purpose of this project is to use art as a tool to convey to different social groups messages based on shared human values, support and inclusion.
UNHCR is in process of recruitment of Bulgarian artists and refugees with artistic skills for the project. The recruitment process ends on May 5. All the ten artists that are going to be involved should be selected by May 7.The selected candidates will work in groups of two participants – Bulgarian citizen and a refugee. Participants will start collaborating on May 8 until June 8. All artworks should incorporate and represent in a creative way the main theme – Beyond the differences.

Given the current state of emergency, participants will work remotely and solely through video conferencing and online communication channels so that the whole process of collaboration is in line with the anti-epidemic measures imposed by the government. 

The purpose of working together in pairs is to create art works based on the ideas and artistic design proposed by each participant. To this end, participants in a pair group will exchange ideas and work through online communication channels as they see fit. There is no limit to the number of works that a group can create. However, participants are required to select for their common works a type of art that allows for:

•
collaboration between participants through online channels

•
produce creative artworks that can be fully represented on an online platform through vision and sound (in this regards art forms like sculpture for example may not be suitable with the project)

The curator, together with UNHCR, will organize several online sessions to present the project and set the direction of work and next steps. During the first session which should be organized on May 8, participants will get to know each other, be distributed in groups and given organizational guidance. Several more sessions will be organized to track work and provide additional guidance as needed.

In the course of the work, participants will maintain regular online communication to discuss their artworks. Participants will have the opportunity to contact the curator and ask questions related to the project. Participants must submit their works to the UNHCR and the curator by June 8th in the form of a photo or other digital format suitable for presentation online.

3. To guide the artists and supervise the process of work so that participants could create quality works that are relevant to the theme of the project.

4. To organize and conduct online discussion sessions with participants 

5. To review all artworks and advise on how to exhibit them online.
