one word = title, name, labelling of what is being described (noun)
two words = the properties of the subject described (adjectives)
three words = what this subject does, its typical features (verbs)
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four words, or a short four-word sentence = what your stance is, what your feeling is towards
the subject
5. one word = a synonym encapsulating what is being described
