For the fifth consecutive year,

Turkey hosted the largest number of

refugees worldwide, with 3.7 million
people. The main countries of
asylum for refugees are in green on
the map.

You can ask your pupils to guess
the top five refugee hosting
countries. Then give them the
names of the countries and the
numbers of refugees hosted in
these countries (see table).

The countries marked in yellow are
the top five countries of origin of
refugees (see map ‘Where do
refugees come from?’)

Lebanon

Lebanon continued to host the
largest number of refugees relative
to its national population, where 1
in 6 people was a refugee. Jordan
(1in 14) and Turkey (1in 22) ranked
second and third, respectively.
