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The implications of the war in Ukraine and its impact on neighbouring countries have been 
covered and analysed in depth in the context of humanitarian and refugee response plans.  The 
ripple effects of the conflict are being felt around the world and include multi-faceted 
economic, social, and peace and security dimensions.   
 
Drawing on the recent analysis, this session will discuss the impact on forcibly displaced and 
stateless people, including the degradation of protection space available to them.  The event 
will also highlight the consequences of the ongoing conflict for UNHCR operations globally and 
the broader international humanitarian environment.
