SEOUL, South Korea, Dec 14 (UNHCR) -- UNHCR is grateful to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs Korea and diplomats based in Korea for their thoughtful donation to support the Syrian refugees bracing for the fifth cold winter they will be spending outside their homes, the agency’s office in Seoul said Monday.
