Mortality Rate > 1 per 10,000 per day

Malnutrition > 10% with less than 80%
(children <5 yrs) weight for height

Food < 2,100 calories/person/day
Water Quantity < 7 lit/person/day
Sanitation < 1 latrine cubicle/100 pers
Site Space < 30 sqg. m./person
