Community-owned: The Melkadida Refugee Compact
is a four-year government-led local development and
climate adaptation plan for the two refugee hosting
districts in Liban zone of Somali region.

Multi-source funding: While UNHCR’s resources will fund
a portion of the plan, the plan is designed to be supported
by additional funds raised or through complementary
partnerships.

BUILDING ON GAINS AND PROGRESS

Progressive environment: Ethiopia’s generous policy
framework, Comprehensive Refugee Response
Framework, and Global Refugee Forum pledges allow for
access to asylum, energy, land, basic services, economic
opportunities, and freedom of movement.

Sustainable: Multi-year support from the IKEA Foundation
and other partners have enabled sustained progress in
socio-economic empowerment and refugee inclusion.

Protect progress: However, these gains are fragile and
at risk due to external shocks and the lack of longer-term
development support.

Additional investment is needed to:
1. Further empower host and refugee communities
2. Accelerate adaptation to a rapidly changing climate

3. Harness the development dividends of humanitarian
assistance by supporting the gradual integration of
support with government systems
