2. A sa soixante-huitiéme session en octobre 2017, le Comité exécutif a approuvé le
budget annuel initial de 7 508,4 millions de dollars E.-U. pour 2018. Au cours de 1’année, Six
budgets supplémentaires, s’élevant au total 4 766,9 millions de dollars E.-U., ont été établis.
En raison d’une réduction de 54,9 millions de dollars E.-U. du budget supplémentaire pour
la situation au Soudan du Sud, le budget total de 8 275,3 millions de dollars E.-U. au
30 avril 2018, annoncé lors de la soixante-douziéme réunion du Comité permanent en juin
2018, a diminué pour se situer a 8 220,5 millions de dollars E.-U. au 31 juillet 2018.

Budgets supplémentaires

3. Comme annoncé lors de la soixante-douziéme réunion du Comité permanent?,
six budgets supplémentaires pour les situations en Méditerranée centrale, en République
démocratique du Congo, au Myanmar, au Soudan du Sud, en Syrie et au VVenezuela, s’élevant
au total a 766,9 millions de dollars E.-U., ont été établis au 30 avril 2018. Toutefois, la
révision interinstitutions du Plan de réponse intégrée pour les réfugiés (IRRP) du Soudan du
Sud a donné lieu a un chiffre de planification plus faible des nouvelles arrivées, et le budget
supplémentaire existant pour la situation au Soudan du Sud a été par la suite réduit de
54,9 millions de dollars E.-U. Au 31 juillet 2018, les budgets supplémentaires s’élevaient au
total a 712 millions de dollars E.-U.

9. Au 31 juillet 2018, les contributions volontaires s’élevant a 2 560,8 millions de

dollars E.-U. ont été enregistrées, dont 249,5 millions fournis par des ONG, des fondations
et des donateurs privés (voir les annexes V et VI). Sur la base des indications fournies par
divers donateurs, 1’Organisation envisage de recevoir d’ici la fin de I’année un montant
additionnel de 908,2 millions de dollars de contributions volontaires. Au cas ou ce montant
serait recu en plus d’environ 50 millions de dollars E.-U. d’autres fonds disponibles et
ajustements et du report de 2017 de 426,7 millions de dollars E.-U., le total estimatif de fonds
disponibles en 2018 devrait atteindre 4 023,2 millions de dollars E.-U., si on ajuste les
contributions volontaires en fonction de leur année d’exécution. Sur la base des hypothéses
susmentionnées, le déficit financier en fin d’année devrait donc se situer a 4 197,3 millions
de dollars E.-U., soit 51 % du budget annuel actuel.

10.  L’engagement soutenu des donateurs et I’appui apporté jusqu’ici aux programmes du
HCR lui ont permis de satisfaire les besoins les plus urgents. Les donateurs ont répondu
généreusement a 1’appel du Haut Commissaire. 1ls sont encouragés a continuer de fournir des
ressources, notamment des financements non affectés dans la mesure du possible, pour I’aider
a satisfaire les besoins de 2018.

Le Comité permanent,

Rappelant les décisions prises par le Comité exécutif sur les questions administratives,
financiéres et de programme lors de sa soixante-huitiéme session (A/AC.96/1176, par.14.3)),
et les débats sur le point consacré aux budgets-programmes et au financement lors de la
soixante-douziéme réunion du Comité permanent en juin 2018,

Réaffirmant I’importance du partage des responsabilités en solidarité avec les pays
accueillant les réfugies,

Rappelle que le Comité exécultif, a sa soixante-huitiéme session pléniére, a approuvé
les programmes et les budgets pour les programmes régionaux, les programmes globaux et
le Siége dans le cadre du Budget-programme biennal 2018-2019 du HCR, s’élevant a
7 508,4 millions de dollars E.-U. pour 2018 ;

Note que les budgets supplémentaires pour 2018, qui s’élévent & 712 millions de
dollars E.-U. au 31 juillet 2018, aprés une réduction de 54,9 millions de dollars E.-U. pour la
situation au Soudan du Sud, sont consacrés au programme global pour les réfugiés et aux
projets globaux pour la réintégration et pour les déplacés internes ;

Prend note du budget annuel du HCR pour 2018, dont le total actuel s’éléve a
8 220,5 millions de dollars E.-U. au 31 juillet 2018 ;

Considére qu’en cas de situations d’urgence et d’activités imprévues en 2018, les
budgets supplémentaires pourraient étre complétés ou élargis, et que des ressources
additionnelles, en sus de celles des budgets existants, pourraient étre nécessaires pour
répondre aux nouveaux besoins ;

Exhorte les Etats membres & continuer de répondre généreusement, dans un esprit de
solidarité et en temps voulu, a ’appel du Haut Commissaire pour des ressources en vue
d’exécuter pleinement le budget annuel de 2018.
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
