2. A sa soixante-huitiéme session en octobre 2017, le Comité exécutif a approuvé le
budget initial pour 2019 de 7 352,3 millions de dollars E.-U. A sa soixante-neuviéme session
en octobre 2018, le Comité exécutif a approuvé un budget révisé de 2019 chiffré a
8 591,1 millions de dollars E.-U. Au 31 juillet 2019, deux budgets supplémentaires d’un
montant de 107,4 millions de dollars E.-U. et une réduction budgétaire de 62,6 millions de
dollars E.-U. ont porté le budget annuel actuel de 2019 a 8 635,9 millions de dollars E.-U.,
sans aucun changement par rapport aux chiffres qui avaient été communiqués au Comité
permanent le 29 mai 2019,

Budgets supplémentaires

Sur la base des indications fournies par divers
donateurs, 1’Organisation entend recevoir d’autres contributions volontaires de
1 321,2 millions de dollars E.-U. d’ici la fin de I’année. Si ce financement se matérialise,
avec environ 50 millions de dollars E.-U. d’autres fonds disponibles et ajustements et le
report de 484,1 millions de dollars E.-U. de 2018, le total estimé des fonds disponibles pour
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I’exercice 2019 devrait atteindre 4 642,3 millions de dollars E.-U. Sur la base de ces
hypothéses, le déficit financier en fin d’année est donc estimé a 3 993,6 millions de
dollars E.-U., soit 46 % du budget annuel actuel.

11.  L’engagement soutenu des donateurs et leur appui aux programmes du HCR ont
jusqu’ici permis a I’Organisation de répondre en 2019 aux besoins les plus urgents. Ces
donateurs ont répondu généreusement a 1’appel du Haut Commissaire. Ils sont encouragés a
continuer de mettre les ressources a la disposition du HCR, y compris dans la mesure du
possible des financements non affectés, afin de I’aider a satisfaire les besoins de 2019.
