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Distinguished Chairman,
Distinguished High Commissioner,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

On behalf of the delegation of the Kyrgyz Republic allow me to extend my
warm greetings to everyone with the beginning of the 70th Session of the Executive
Committee of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees. I am confident
that this session will provide an excellent opportunity to discuss the pressing
humanitarian challenges we are facing today and to exchange the best practices in
order to solve them.

Today, the strength of human rights protection in the world is being tested by
terrorist threats, regional conflicts, natural disasters, and by instability of global
economy. The sorrowful consequences of these is the fact that the number of
refugees, internally displaced and stateless persons is steadily growing. People are
forced to leave their homes and flee an environment where human rights cannot be
properly respected.

In this context, the role of the Office of the United Naiions High
Commissioner for Refugees, as a key organization that provide timely assistance,
protection and care for refugees, internally displaced and stateless persons, is
relentlessly growing in the contemporary world.

In this regard, the Kyrgyz Republic highly appreciates the UNHCR efforts to
address the challenges of statelessness. This problem affects lives of millions of
people around the world, particularly children, who are often deprived of their basic
rights, which they should be entitled to from birth. In this respect, our country fully
supports the UNHCR “I Belong” campaign launched in 2014 to eradicate
statelessness globally by 2024,

It is with big regret that stateless persons are in fact the people deprived of the
privilege of being a citizen of any particular country because a nationality does not
only provide a sense of belonging to a particular state but is a necessity to enjoy the
full protection by this state.

Although the Kyrgyz Republic is not yet a party to the 1954 Convention
relating to the Status of Stateless Persons and 1961 Convention on the Reduction of
Statelessness, since independence it has taken active and consistent efforts to reduce
and prevent statelessness. It shounld be noted that the country's achievements in
resolving statelessness have gained international recognition and now serve as an
example for other states, In fact, the registration and documentation of stateless and
undocumented persons in the Kyrgyz Republic are a demonstration of a successful
cooperation between the Government, international organizations and civil society.




As it is known, in the wake of the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991 tens
of thousands of people in our region became stateless. The Kyrgyz Republic
simplified its national legislation for naturalization of stateless persons. According
to the law, the former citizens of Soviet Union residing in the country are considered
as citizens of the Kyrgyz Republic. As a result of the state reform, more than 78,000
former citizens of the Soviet Union obtained proper national documents of the
Kyrgyz Republic since 2009.

Furthermore, as part of the implementation of the Global Action Plan to End
Statelessness, 2014-2024, the Government, with the support of UNHCR, as well as
with the participation of non-governmental sector and local authorities, implemented
pilot projects to identify stateless and undocumented persons in the country and to
provide them with documents. More than 60 mobile groups of independent experts
and government officials were set up; they traveled all over the country to assist
those who faced difficulties with their citizenship. More than 13,700 stateless people
were identified, including 2,000 children. The Government took appropriate
measures to resolve each individual case by registering their births, by confirming
or granting Kyrgyz citizenship.
